courts, updates on recently concluded treaties, trends of discussions at international
organizations, and academic articles on latest issues in international law.

Furthermore, MOFA held 67 briefing sessions at schools and civic organizations to
promote interactive communication with the public and raise domestic awareness on
the Dokdo and East Sea issues. Survey results showed that 83.2% of the participants
were generally satisfied with the briefing sessions, and 83.6% of the participants
replied they were able to gain a better understanding of government policies and
activities regarding Dokdo and the East Sea.

In 2019, MOFA convened four town hall meetings to increase communication
with the public on international legal affairs. These meetings were held at Soongsil
University in April, Seoul National University in May, Daegu University in October, and
Kyunghee University in December. The aim of the meetings was to provide updates
on international law issues directly to researchers, students, and other stakeholders.
The questions and opinions raised by the participants were carefully reviewed and
reflected in the work of MOFA, showing that these town hall meetings are becoming
an effective means for the government to communicate with the public.

Moreover, MOFA posted 37 articles about international law trends and events
at home and abroad in the “Communication about International Law" section of its
website. The purpose of this section is to provide information about major trends
and events that may be of interest to the public as well as government officials and
academics. In 2019, the outcomes of the UN Sixth Committee meetings and the
second official meeting on Korea-China maritime delimitation as well as recruitment
notices for deputy registrar and legal officer positions of ITLOS and registrar position of

the International Court of Justice were uploaded in the section.
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
